In consideration of permission to use the facilities of the Steamboat Ski & Resort Corporation (“SSRC”), each Participant must carefully read this agreement (the “Agreement”) and sign at the end indicating the Participant’s acceptance of the entirety of this Agreement.

In addition, every parent or guardian of a Participant under the age of 18 must read this entire Agreement and sign at the end indicating  the parent or guardian’s acceptance of the entirety of this Agreement on behalf of both himself or herself and the Participant. 

Acknowledgment and Assumption of Risks.  The Participant recognizes that skiing, snowboarding and other alpine activities in general, and events and competitions involving ski and snowboard racing and aerial and sledding competitions in particular (collectively “the Activities”), involve risks of injury and death.  Some of the risks that are inherent in the Activities are described in Colorado's Ski Safety Act








“WARNING”

Inherent dangers and risks of skiing" means those dangers or conditions that are part of the sport of skiing, including changing weather conditions; snow conditions as they exist or may change, such as ice, hard pack, powder, packed powder, wind pack, corn, crust, slush, cut-up snow, and machine-made snow; surface or subsurface conditions such as bare spots, forest growth, rocks, stumps, streambeds, cliffs, extreme terrain, and trees, or other natural objects, and collisions with such natural objects; impact with lift towers, signs, posts, fences or enclosures, hydrants, water pipes, or other man-made structures and their components; variations in steepness or terrain, whether natural or as a result of slope design, snowmaking or grooming operations, including but not limited to roads, freestyle terrain, jumps, and catwalks or other terrain modifications; collisions with other skiers; and the failure of skiers to ski within their own abilities.  C.R.S.33-44-103 (3.5)(2004)

The Activities involve additional risks of injury and death arising from traveling at high speeds on a defined course over difficult natural and man-made terrain and jumps, including injuries and death caused by:  falling; hooking a ski on a gate; colliding with gates and other man-made objects, the snow itself, race personnel, other skiers, snowboarders, participants, or spectators, trees, posts, snowmobiles, snow-grooming, snowmaking, and other equipment, lift towers, structures, fences and other objects and enclosures.  These risks of injury and death exist despite fencing, padding and other protective measures that may be in place.  The Participant acknowledges his/her responsibility to become familiar with the race or competition area and to consider the related risks before electing to participate. In this connection, the Colorado Ski Safety Act C.R.S. § 33-44-110 states:

“(1) The ski area operator shall, prior to the beginning of a competition, allow each competitor a reasonable visual inspection of the course or area where the competition is to be held.

(2) The competitor shall be held to assume the risk of all course conditions including, but not limited to, weather and snow conditions, course construction or layout, and obstacles which a visual inspection should have revealed.  No liability shall attach to a ski area operator for injury or death of any competitor proximately caused by such assumed risk.”

The Participant will take the opportunity provided by SSRC prior to each race or competition to inspect the course or area where the competition is to be held.  The Participant acknowledges that alpine racing and other related competitions involve a number of specific risks, some of which may not be set forth above, and the Participant expressly acknowledges and assumes the existence of all such risks, whether or not they are specifically set forth above.
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Release from Liability and Indemnification Agreement by Participant.  The Participant knowingly and intentionally releases the United States Department of Agriculture, Forest Service, SSRC, American Skiing Company, and their respective affiliates, owners, directors, shareholders, officers, agents and employees (the “Released Parties”) from all claims, liabilities, and causes of action including, without limitation, claims of NEGLIGENCE (the “Released Claims”), relating in any way to the participation by the Participant in the Activities (as defined above) at Steamboat Ski Resort during the RMD FREESTYLE DIVISIONALS EVENT and agrees to hold harmless and indemnify the Released Parties from all of the Released Claims brought against them by or on behalf of anyone, including the Participant and from all  costs and attorneys’ fees relating to such claims.  This release and indemnity agreement is effective in addition to the assumption of risk agreement set forth above and in addition to the provisions of the Colorado Ski Safety Act.

The Participant also consents to and authorizes the use and reproduction, for any purpose and without compensation, of all videotape recordings and photographs taken of him or her while at Steamboat.

The parent or guardian of a Participant who is under the age of 18 understands that if SSRC is unable to locate the parent or guardian, he or she authorizes emergency medical care of the Participant.  The parent or guardian of the Participant agrees to pay all costs associated with such medical treatment and related transportation for the Participant.   The parent or guardian also consents to and authorizes the use and reproduction, for any purpose and without compensation, of all videotape recordings and photographs taken of the Participant while at Steamboat.  

NOTE:  No provision in this Agreement shall create a duty to provide medical care to any Participant, and the furnishing of medical care is neither an admission nor an assumption of liability by any of the Released Parties.
SIGNATURE OF PARTICIPANT OR PARENT/GUARDIAN OF PARTICIPANT UNDER THE AGE OF 18:  I, the undersigned, have read and understood the contents of the Agreement above, I am aware this is a release of liability and I sign it with full knowledge of its significance.  As a parent/guardian with legal responsibility for a minor participant, I am authorized to sign this agreement for that child.  I consent and agree for the minor child to be bound by this agreement and I hereby indemnify SSRC for all awards, legal expenses and settlements arising out of the child’s participation in this event and use of the ski area premises.  I agree that any claim that I or the minor may at any time bring against any of the Release Parties shall be asserted in a state court located in Routt County, Colorado. If any portion of this Agreement is deemed unenforceable the remainder shall be given full force and effect.
